The
Reverend Littleberry Allen, a guest speaker, delfv-
ered a powerful sermon that was particularly ailti¢
of “backsliders.” He tried to arouse the crowd py
shouting what sort of punishment wasod enough
for “backsliders?” To his chagrin, the Reverend Nir.
Jones rose solemnly and with a straight face shid,
“They ought to be hung with a p’ison vine,” that s
strung up with poison ivy. His wisecrack promptgd

remarked, “Brother Jones, you have ruined the effec

glican Church. The “Great Awakening” invigorated
those eager to Christianize slaves and piquedeisiter
on the part of the enslaved. This made many whit
Virginian slaveholders nervous.

In 1739 George Whitfield, a Methodist missionary,
visited Williamsburg and preached to a large cravd

Bruton Parish Church. The governor received hin
cordially, probably because Methodism was an off;
shoot of the Anglican Church. Although Whitfield
made several return visits, a Methodist Society wa
not established in the area until 1772, when Robe
Williams, a circuit-riding lay preacher, began garr

ing his message to scattered groups of Methodis{s’

between Richmond and Old Point Comfort.

Joshua Morris, who lived in James City Parish, -Blis
land Parish’s neighbor, ran afoul of the law in 374
when he permitted the Reverend John Roan, a Pre¢
byterian minister, to preach in his home. Roaledai
against the State Church and made stinging accus
tions against its clergy. His scathing, imprudesst
marks led to his being charged with proselytizing a
blasphemy.
